
1. Award a Contract to Furnish and Deliver Chemically Enhanced Primary Treatment Polymer to Ashland/Hercules with an anticipated annual cost totaling $65,571.
2. Award a Contract to Furnish and Deliver Sludge Thickening Polymer to Polydyne, Inc. with an anticipated annual cost totaling $92,877.

BACKGROUND

Chemically Enhanced Primary Treatment (CEPT) polymer is used to increase solids removal efficiency in the primary sedimentation process. Sludge thickening polymer is used to condition activated sludge prior to the Dissolved Air Floatation process (DAF).  Current contracts for CEPT and Sludge Thickening polymer expired in November 2011 as a result the Policy and Finance authorized a Request for Bids (RFB) pursuant to EWA’s Purchasing Policy. The proposed contracts exceed the General Manager’s authority and therefore requires Board of Directors approval.

The RFB was distributed to known polymer suppliers and advertised in the San Diego Daily Transcript for CEPT and Sludge Thickening polymers.  Two sealed bids were received before the deadline for each RFB. The response to the RFB produced the following results:
